■ �The assembled inner filter keeps oversized items and foreign objects, along with very fine food particles, out of the pump.

Condensation Guard
Dishes are often left in the dishwasher for extended periods of time after the cycle 
ends. This can result in the steam inside the tub condensing on dishes, leaving them 
wet. This option runs the ventilation fan periodically to help vent the stream from 
the tub from the time the traditional drying cycle ends to when you next open the 
dishwasher. Press and hold the Extra Dry button for three seconds to activate.

Cycle Indicators and Time Display

The indicators glow when the dishwasher is washing, drying, sanitizing, and at cycle 
completion. They also glow when the the delay option is selected.
The Status Display is used to follow the progress of the dishwasher cycle and to show other 
information. Estimated cycle time is displayed in hours and minutes as you make cycle and 
option selections.
After you start the dishwasher, the display counts down the time.
When you select the Delay Hours option, the time display shows the delay time.

The indicators display  and flash every 30 cycles. To activate or deactivate the 
indicator, press Pot & Pans button for three seconds. 

The RINSE AID indicator illuminates when the rinse aid level is low. The LED automatically 
shuts off when the rinse aid is refilled or the level is set to 0. Refer to the Rinse Aid 
Dispenser Adjustment section.

Selecting Cycles and Options

Turning OFF/ON the Button and End of Cycle Chimes
Press and hold Mixed Load and Sani Rinse at the same time for three seconds to toggle sound On and Off. 

Canceling a Cycle 
1. Open the door slightly to stop the cycle. Wait for the spraying action to stop before completely opening the door.
2. Press and hold Start for three seconds. The drain pump activates and the cycle cancels.
3. �Once the dishwasher finishes draining, the power turns off. 

NOTE: If the dishwasher is powered on and no cycle is selected for four minutes, the dishwasher powers off.

5. Press Start and close the door.

Aluminum Yes
High water temperature and detergents can affect finish and color of 
aluminum.

Disposable Aluminum No
Do not wash disposable aluminum pans in the dishwasher. These might 
shift during washing and transfer black marks to dishes and other items.

Bottles and Cans No
Wash bottles and cans by hand. Labels attached with glue can loosen and 
clog the wash system and reduce washing performance.

Cast Iron No Seasoning will be removed and the cookware will rust.

Cleaning 

Cleaning the Exterior In most cases, regular use of a soft, dry towel is all that is necessary to keep 
the outside of the dishwasher looking nice and clean. If the dishwasher has 
a stainless steel exterior, a stainless steel cleaner is recommended.

Cleaning the Interior Hard water minerals can cause a white film to build up on the inside 
surfaces, especially just beneath the door area.
Do not clean the dishwasher interior until it has cooled. You may want to 
wear rubber gloves. Do not use any type of cleanser other than dishwasher 
detergent because it may cause foaming or sudsing.
To Clean Interior:
Make a paste with powdered dishwasher detergent on a damp sponge and 
clean.
OR
Use liquid automatic dishwasher detergent and clean with a damp sponge.
OR
See the vinegar rinse procedure in “Cloudy or spotted dishware” in 
“Troubleshooting” section.
NOTE: Run a normal cycle with dishwasher detergent after cleaning the 
interior.

To help avoid hard water residue in your dishwasher, use affresh® Dishwasher Cleaner (recommended) once a month as 
part of routine maintenance.

There is food in the bottom of the unit 
or in the filter.

•• Clean the filter and the interior according 
to the Cleaning the Filters and Dishwasher 
Care sections of this Use & Care Guide.

Unwashed dishes are left in the unit for 
a long time.

Noise

Lamps do not illuminate. Power is not connected. •• Connect power supply.

Spray arms do not rotate 
smoothly. 

Holes of spray arms are blocked by 
food particles.

•• Clean the holes of spray arms.

Top rack is crooked. Rack is poorly adjusted. •• See the Height Adjustable Top Rack section. 

Dishwasher continuously 
beeps when the door is 
opened, during or right after 
a cycle has completed.

The contents of the dishwasher are hot 
and care should be used when placing 
your hands inside the dishwasher.

•• Close the door until the dishwasher and 
dishes have cooled down. The beeping will 
stop if the door is closed or the interior 
temperature has cooled.

Dishwasher chimes if panel 
is touched during operation.

Bumping into or touching the control 
panel during operation may result in 
a disabled button sound. Only the 
Power, Start buttons are enabled during 
operation to prevent cycle settings from 
being changed inadvertently.
